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Resolution in Opposition to Amendments 60, 61 and Proposition 101 by

WHEREAS, three measures appearing on the November 2010 statewide ballot would significantly damage the ability of state and local governments in Colorado to fund their most basic services; and

WHEREAS, Amendment 60 would reverse decisions approved by voters in hundreds of local elections over the past 18 years, including elections by the _____ (insert city/county name for designated mill levy or library district name) in _____ (insert years election(s) held), eliminating local control over local budgets; and
